Australian Army Band - Brisbane, which also provides a musical accompaniment during 
the laying of wreaths.

• The Catafalque Party, mounted prior to the Ceremony, is comprised of school cadets. 

• Each school is invited to nominate two students to lay a wreath at the Shrine of 
Remembrance on behalf of their school.
