Dear Principal

This year, the 30th ANZAC Ceremony for Students will be conducted on Thursday

23 April 2026 in ANZAC Square. The ANZAC Ceremony for Students is conducted

annually for school students in South-East Queensland and enables students to

participate in an act of commemoration for the sacrifices of so many Australian and New Zealand
men and women over the past century or more. It aims to enhance understanding among school
students of the Spirit of ANZAC and the relevance

of this Spirit to the development of our nation. We invite your school to be represented at the
Ceremony this year and participate in this solemn act of commemoration.

Usually more than 3,000 students attend the ceremony along with official guests

including the Governor of Queensland, the Premier of Queensland, the Leader of the Opposition,
the Lord Mayor of Brisbane, senior military personnel and community leaders. We expect a
similar level of official attendance this year.

The ceremony will commence at 10.00 am and conclude at approximately 11.15 am. Students
are requested to be in place no later than 9.50 am. The Ceremony incorporates the following
features:

e A school choir leads the assembly in the singing of the National Anthem with the
Australian Army Band - Brisbane, which also provides a musical accompaniment during
the laying of wreaths.

e Selected students respond to our Guest of Honour’s address and deliver personal tributes
of reflection.

o The Catafalque Party, mounted prior to the Ceremony, is comprised of school cadets.

o Each school is invited to nominate two students to lay a wreath at the Shrine of
Remembrance on behalf of their school and shake hands with the Governor.

TransLink, the authority which manages South East Queensland’s integrated transport system, has
agreed to transport students and their accompanying teachers to the ceremony free of charge on
Queensland Rail's City Network services.
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Schools wishing to avail themselves of the rail offer are requested to complete the attached
booking form and send directly to Queensland Rail’s Operational Services Team.

Please note that Translink is unable to offer free bus travel to or from the Ceremony
because it cannot guarantee extra capacity on relevant bus routes.

Queensland Rail has requested that bookings be made as soon as possible but no later than

15 April 2026. Travel details and tickets will be emailed to schools commencing towards the end of
March. Queensland Rail may need to alter a group’s travel arrangements in order to facilitate the
number of students travelling concurrently.

Attendees travelling by train will be escorted/directed by Queensland Rail Staff from Central
Station to ANZAC Square via the subway under Ann Street.
